Semblanza biogrdfica: una vida dedicada
al desarrollo de los estudios de las lenguas itdlicas,
latin biblico y lenguas del Proximo Oriente Antiguo

Rafael Jiménez Zamudio naci6 el 8 de diciembre de 1945 en la ciudad de Tetuan
(Marruecos) pero muy pronto su familia se traslado a la ciudad salmantina de Béjar.
Durante su juventud estudio Filologia Clésica en la Universidad de Salamanca. De
1971 a 1974 fue contratado como Profesor Adjunto por la Universidad Autonoma de
Madrid. Desde 1974 a 1983 se dedic6 a su catedra de Latin, impartiendo clases en
institutos de bachillerato. Fue contratado como Profesor Ayudante de clases practicas
en la Universidad de Salamanca en el area de Lingiiistica Indoeuropea desde 1979 hasta
1981. Un ano mas tarde pasé a ser Profesor Adjunto de Latin en la Universidad de Le6n
hasta principios de 1986, completando el curso académico en esta universidad, pero
ya como Profesor Titular. Ese mismo afo se traslada a la Universidad Autonoma de
Madrid donde obtuvo, mediante concurso oposicion libre de INEM, la plaza de Profesor
Titular en el Departamento de Filologia Cléasica de esta universidad. En diciembre
de 2007 consigue la Catedra de Filologia Clasica por la Universidad Autonoma de
Madrid, donde permanece hasta su jubilacion en 2015. A su labor como profesor de
latin y otras lenguas del dmbito italiano en la Antigiiedad, se une su presencia como
profesor de Lengua y Literatura acadia en el Centro San Justino de Lenguas Orientales
(Universidad de San Ddmaso) de Madrid durante el curso 1993-94, y profesor de sumerio
y acadio del Centro Superior de Asiriologia y Egiptologia de la UAM desde 1998 y
hasta su jubilacion. Al mismo tiempo, ampli6 estudios en Roma y Colonia. Sus lineas
de investigacion se centran en Fonética y Morfologia latinas, lenguas fragmentarias
de la Italia antigua, las versiones latinas de la Biblia, técnicas de traduccion y las
influencias culturales del Proximo Oriente antiguo en el mundo cléasico y, finalmente,
en el estudio de la Lengua y Literatura sumeria y acadia.
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En la actualidad, Rafael Jiménez Zamudio imparte clases de Lengua y Literatura
sumeria y acadia dentro de los cursos de Extension Universitaria que ofrece el Departamento
de Historia y Filosofia de la Universidad de Alcal4d de Henares.

Debido a su dilatada labor investigadora podemos encontrar numerosos articulos,
libros y resefias publicados en diversas revistas especializadas.

Para los editores de este volumen de Isimu, Rafael Jimenez Zamudio es mucho mas que
un brillante investigador con dedicacion exclusiva a la docencia de grado o de licenciatura,
ya que formé parte del comité de redaccion de la revista ininterrumpidamente desde su
fundacion hasta el volumen 16 (1998-2013). Isimu salia a la luz solo algunos afios después de
que los actuales editores inicidramos el camino en las lenguas del Oriente Proximo antiguo a
principios de los noventa, a la vez que Rafael. Pero mientras que nosotros, como estudiantes
de doctorado, estdbamos al principio de nuestra trayectoria investigadora, Rafael ya era
profesor Titular en la universidad que nos cobijaba, la UAM. Pronto al dominio de las lenguas
indoeuropeas se unid su pasion por las orientales (sumerio, acadio, hitita, arameo) y mientras
nosotros dabamos pasos tambaleantes por algunas de ellas, Rafael ya podia ensefiarlas con
una solvencia que no dejaba de maravillarnos. Asi pronto pasé de ser nuestro compafiero de
acadio a ser nuestro profesor de acadio y sumerio. Su dedicacion a nosotros, y a otros muchos
que llegaron después, es imborrable, porque con ella llend6 muchas de sus tardes en las que
nos atendia incluso fuera de su horario docente, fuera de los cursos académicamente dirigidos
y, contra todo prondstico, nos anclaba a sus clases durante horas.

Con la creacion del Centro Superior de Asiriologia y Egiptologia (actualmente Centro
Superior de Estudios de Proximo Oriente y Egipto) de la UAM, en 1998, su colaboracion con
el Area de Historia Antigua crecio al quedar a cargo de uno de los seminarios permanentes,
el Seminario Samuel Noah Kramer, hasta su jubilacion. El Seminario era una plataforma
perfecta para estudiar y profundizar en la investigacion de las lenguas orientales antiguas, la
literatura y el pensamiento de los de los pueblos del Oriente Proximo antiguo. Asi mismo su
acercamiento se concreto al ser uno de los investigadores de referencia adscritos a la seccion
Estudios Romanos y Latinos del ICCA-UAM en 2015.

Para Isimu fue y sigue siendo un honor haber contado con su colaboracién como
redactor y con su produccién cientifica, ya que Rafael acudio a la llamada del dios hasta en
seis ocasiones. Las aportaciones de nuestro maestro y compaiiero han sido:

Claudia Glatz is Reader in Archaeology
at the University of Glasgow. Since 2018, she
has served as director of the Sirwan Regional
Project. She has also participated in-among
other projects- a cultural heritage initiative
in the Kurdish Region of Iraq that combined
archaeological practice with the creation
of new museum spaces and educational
resources, and the Cide Archaeological
Project, an archaeological survey of the
Black Sea region of Turkey.

In the first chapter of this volume
(“Empire Is Always in the Making”), Claudia
Glatz presents an introduction of what
constitutes, and makes, an empire through
diverse examples of past and present empires.
This chapter delves into comparisons among
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differentempires, as well as their discourses of
sovereignty and material practices. Through
this study, Glatz also offers her critical view
of the understatement of our neo-imperial
and neo-nationalist present. The chapter ends
with a summary of Hittite history and with
a brief overview of the following chapters’
content.

After the first chapter, the book
is divided into three parts: the first part
(“Empire at Home”) begins with a brief
geographical and climate descriptions of the
core of the Hatti land. This part is dedicated
to the transformation of the central Anatolian
plateau, which was the most profoundly
impacted by the Hittites.

The second chapter (“Placing Empire™)
presents an archaeological insight into the
Hittite sites in central Anatolia from the
Assyrian karum period to the end of the
Hittite Empire. Hittite texts offer information
about the destruction and subjection of
the Anatolian cities by the Hittites. Along
with the destruction and conquest of cities,
textual records also offer an account of the
construction of roads, bridges and water
reservoirs, which are poorly preserved in
the archaeological records. Taking primarily
the example of the Hittite capital, Hattusa,
Glatz offers an insight of the evolution
of the landscape, the new elements and
developments that the Hittites undertake to
transform the landscape. Settlements across
Anatolia were reduced by more than half
in the transition from the third to second
millennium BCE. During this time, the
population density also decreased.

In her examination of Hittite
settlements to the east and north-east of
Hattusa, Glatz concludes that a process of
monumentalisation occurred as an integral
part of the imperial network. The author
also describes a discontinuity in the range of
administrative institutions among the Hittite
sites, discontinuity that varied over the
Hittite Empire period. This makes it difficult
to know the extent of Hittite sovereignty in
the remote regions of the Upper Land. The

author further notes that there was an increase
in settlements in the lowland plain areas in
the south of the Kizilirmak. In the sixteenth
and fifteenth centuries BCE, Hittites focused
on colonising the fertile lands in the north
and north-west of the plateau with small
agricultural estates. To ensure the success
of this enterprise, new settlements received
groups of displaced peoples, who brought
together different traditions into the same
scene.

The next chapter (“Sovereign
Performance™) explores the Hittite state
as a theatre state, where festivals and cult
festivities were performed to show Hittite
sovereignty. Hittite state festivities were
combined with ritual practices. These rites
not only had an important agricultural
component, which regulated the Hittite
cosmology, but aided to create a sense of
tide community. The state elements in the
festivals are very prominent, as they feature
the participation of king, queen, and crown
prince in temples and throughout different
landscape locations. However, tax collection
was needed to sustain these festivals, and
this led to several problems, as well as
corruption from the administrative officials
and resistance from the peasants.

Part II (“On Empire’s Edges”)
explores the Hittite Empire borderlands
and the material production of borderland
communities as manifested in official
monuments and ceramics. The author also
discusses the violence, resistance, and rituals
in these regions, as well as the networks that
emerge from the contacts with the Hittite
Empire.

In chapter four (“The Pontic Shatter
Zone”), Glatz offers an insight of the closest
and most contested border to the Hittites,
the Pontic zone. This region was inhabited
by the Kaska tribes, which the Hittites
represented in different texts as barbarians
lacking any political organisation. This view
was part of the Hittite imperial propaganda:
the differences between the Hittite and the
barbarian helped to define what it was to be
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“a Hittite”. This discourse resulted in a loss
of human and natural resources, which were
needed to protect the frontier and to populate
uninhabited regions.

The chapter is structured in two parts:
the first is an account of the Hittite and
Kaska relations based on Hittite textual
records, while the second part examines the
material records (mainly ceramic finds) at
the fortified sites along the border, as well
as other attested Late Bronze Age sites on
the Paphlagonia region. These findings
reveal frequent encounters, both hostile and
peaceful, between Hittites and Kaskans.

Glatz also discusses whether the
denomination of “Kaska” refers to a
community, or whether it, instead, reflects
the Hittite imperial views. Given that the
Kaskans left no written records, the author
examines the material production, like
pottery, and construction materials. Finally,
there are evidences of distant and diverse local
practices, but also of cultural amalgamation.

Chapter Five (“Nesting Faults”) is
devoted to the landscape monuments carved
in the rock, and which for the most part
were located in regions that the Hittites had
recently conquered and in low visibility areas
that were difficult to access. Although most
of the ancient Near East kingdoms recorded
the labour efforts necessary to erect these
monuments, such information is not found
in the Hittite records. These monuments,
written in Luwian hieroglyphics, transmit
the imperial discourse of power in contested
borderlands, and even included discourses
of the Hittite Empire adversaries. The
chapter contains a summary of the Anatolian
landscape monuments created during the
Hittite Empire. These landscape monuments
include representations of a wide range of
personages, which not only reflects political
matters, but could also be related to cultic
matters.

Chapter Six (“Arresting Geographies-
Ambiguous Edges”) presents a study of
Hittite with, and eventual conquest of, eastern
Anatolia and northern Syria. Examining

the sites along both banks of the Euphrates,
there are evidences of the cooperation
between the Hittite imperial administration
and local families and sovereigns that where
incorporated into the imperial network
through autocracy and ritual cults. The
chapter ends with a description of trade
connections, with the exchange of luxurious
goods, between the Hittite and Assyrian
kingdoms in Carchemish.

The third part (“Empire of Things™)
is devoted to the seals and written records
(“Discipline and Différence”), the pottery
production (“Plain Things”) and their place
in the Hittite bureaucratic apparatus, cultic
matters, and daily life.

In Chapter Seven (“Discipline and
Différence’), Glatz studies the appropriation
of indigenous practices in Hittite Syria, as
exemplified in the seal iconography of Emar.
These seals have hybrid glyptic styles, with
three-quarter of the seals depicting the Hittite
king facing a deity and a winged sun-disk,
and, therefore, proclaiming loyalty of Emar
to the Hittite king. Although Hittite officials
did not interfere in local cultic practices, they
did appoint the cult personnel, promoted the
Anatolian deities, and introduced themselves
in the distribution of cultic resources and
production. Thus, in the thirteenth and early
twelfth centuries BCE, the Hittite Empire,
with the aid of a local diviner’s family,
had inserted itself into both the political
production and the ritual economy of Emar.

In the next chapter (“Plain Things”),
Claudia Glatz examines pottery production,
distribution, and use. Hittite texts are
virtually silent about the potter’s craft, and
there is no evidence of the technological
capacity for a massive standardised ceramic
production. Although only a handful of
pottery workshops have been excavated
thus far, Glatz, through the archaeological
study of vessel consumption at households
and state institutions, and on the basis of
an examination of potmarks, concludes that
there are no evidence of standardised ceramic
production by the Hittite state. Instead,
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pottery demand seems to have been generated
by production organisations independent of
state interference.

There are notions of standardised
ceramic patterns, but compared to other
ceramic ensembles in Mesopotamia, the
Levant, and Cyprus, it is evident that the
plain and monochrome ceramics found in
Anatolian settlements were not the result
of Hittite influence or pressure, but instead
reflected common and popular trends in the
Eastern Mediterranean region.

Standardised and plain pottery was
used in households as well as in cultic
performances, where plain ceramics had an
important role. That use in both daily life
and other Hittite state affairs could be a sign
of a common material identity promotion,
as well as of the integration of different
social sectors into an inclusive political
community.

Chapter Nine (“Ceasing Empire”)
provides an account of the events, through
material evidences, that led to the fall of the
Hittite Empire and the transition into the
Iron Age. This transition to the Iron Age in
central Anatolia led to a transformation of
Hittite monumentalised urban centres into
small village communities, with no apparent
political superstructures. By the twelfth
century, there are no major cities on the central
Anatolia plateau, nor any major regional
political superstructures. Meanwhile, in
south-central Anatolia and in the north of
Syria there is a sort of continuity, with a
centralised system, albeit on a modest scale
compared with the previous Hittite network.
With the end of the Hittite Empire and the
abandonment of its capital, there is also a
continuity in the production of materials with
stylistic and technologically traditions of the

Bronze Age.
Subsequently, after the end of the
Hittite Empire, monumental Luwian

hieroglyphic inscriptions, carved in the rock,
were abandoned in favour of more modest
steles, which also blended hieroglyphics with
pictorial content.

In this chapter, Glatz compares the
decline of the Hittite Empire with the collapse
of the Western Han Empire of China. The
rigid administrative apparatus of the Western
Han Empire, along with the inflation of
official titulatures and the increasing taxes
to provide financial support for imperial
warfare, seem to be the causes of its decline.
Conversely, the Hittite Empire supported a
strategic decentralisation where princes were
appointed to govern new conquered regions.
This strategic decentralisation, as occurred
in the case of Kurunta, led to the formation
of new regional sovereignties. Other
problems that affected the Hittite Empire
were the deportations of inhabitants from
new conquered territories to comply with
the labour shortage. These groups did not
have ties with the communities where they
were newly settled, which did not produce
a cohesive socio-political community.
Therefore, Hittite cultural traditions and
organisational infrastructures disappeared
alongside the Empire.

Chapter Ten (“Concluding Thoughts™)
presents the author’s final conclusions.
Glatz states that the Hittite bureaucratic
technologies were intended to create docile
subjects, but instead created both local
appropriation and rejection, and ultimately
led to resistance in the most remote regions
of the Hittite Empire. Moreover, the Hittite
networks were always changing, depending
on territorial gains or losses. In addition,
the landscape transformation of the central
Anatolian plateau was decisive for the
evolution and monumentalisation of the
Hittite capital.

The book’s final chapter is followed
by an extensive bibliography section and an
index.

In summary, Claudia Glatz interprets
the textual, archaeological and iconographic
sources to re-examine the concept of empire,
and the processes of what makes an empire,
by exploring the networks of the Hittite
Empire. The main themes of the book are as
follows: the transformation of the landscape
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in order to extend the imperial network; the
contested borders of the Hittite Empire and
the relationship between its habitants and
the Hittites; the establishment of Hittite
sovereignty and ideology; and the material
production in the Hittite Empire as a tool of
Imperial authority, but also of cohesion and
identity.

Claudia Glatz states that she wanted
to move beyond the main epic-centric
perspective in order to explicitly define the
tensions during the Hittite Empire. There
is no doubt that she achieved it, with a
complete volume that shows the continuous
transformations, adaptations, and dissidences
during the Hittite period. This in-depth
investigation, which includes a wide range
of maps, and photographs, shows that
the Hittite Empire not only used coercion
and assimilation, but its network was also
nurtured by the diverse and sometimes
autonomous annexed sovereignties, which
were also protected by the Hittite state. This
book is essential to understand how the
Hittite Empire evolved into a large network
that controlled almost the whole Anatolian
peninsula and the north of Syria. An Empire
that, as Claudia Glatz states through this book,
was not a static entity, but was constantly
changing and, somehow, in the making.
Glatz, masterfully, examines the tools of the
Hittite Empire that were employed to extend
the imperial ideology to the newly conquered
and controlled regions, while also showing
how the Hittites tried to tame the complex,
and sometimes hostile, relations with the
different groups that populated the Empire.
