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RESUMEN

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ABSTRACT

During the reign of Philip Il it took place a transformation in the political
justification of the Spanich Monarchy, from Monarchia Universalis to Catholic
Monarchy.

There were many
conflicts between the courts of Rome and Madrid, as well as at the religious orders.
