ABSTRACT

During the reign of Philip Il the tension between political factions (developed
under clientele networks and groups of power), conclude in political models who had
an ideological substratum that involved the Courts of Madrid and Rome. The parties
that were fighting in the Court, were differing as for the role of the authority of the crown
and of the Holy See. Francisco Hernandez de Liébana, a lawyer linked to the group of
Espinosa is a good example of the changes and fluctuations operated in the Court of
Philip Il and the vertebration of both political groups, “Papist” and “Castilian”, that would
dominate the political Spanish life under the dynasty of the Austrias.
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
