ABSTRACT

The sense of duty, obedience, political obligation, patronage and loyalty,
service also served to weave a series of dynamic and behaviors that explain how
operated the European monarchies and allow us to analyze a series of multiple
relationships which in turn had rigged mutual obligations of personal sacrifice and
merit recognition or remuneration.One of these important officers whose services to
the Court were demonstrated in a spotless political career was Don Diego Sarmiento
de Acuia, Count of Gondomar, whose long administrative career of over forty years
of service to the Crown during the reigns of Philip II, Philip 1ll and Philip IV won the
recognition of the monarchy.
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
