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RESUMEN

En el contexto de la reflexion sobre la reconfiguracidn que experimento la
monarquia promediando el siglo XVII, este trabajo propone una aproximacién a la
integracion de Buenos Aires en la monarquia durante el reinado de Felipe IV desde
una triple perspectiva. En primer lugar, se aborda la cuestion de la articulacion del
espacio rioplatense con el objetivo de situar al enclave en el proceso de
organizacion jurisdiccional y politica del territorio y en su estructuracién comercial.
En segundo lugar se analiza el discurso politico por medio del cual el cabildo de la
ciudad -controlado por los mercaderes, devenidos también en productores-
desplegd una conceptualizacion del enclave, de su relacidon con la Corona y de la
funcién de lo local dentro de un cuerpo politico mayor. Finalmente se estudia la
relacién funcional entre el comercio portefio —en sus distintas variantes aunque con
una participacion significativa de extranjeros, en muchos casos enemigos de la
monarquia-, el fortalecimiento de la élite local y el mantenimiento del aparato
administrativo y militar.
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THE INTEGRATION OF A BORDER AREA OF THE HISPANIC MONARCHY:
BUENOS AIRES, 17TH CENTURY

ABSTRACT

In the context of the reflection on the reconfiguration experienced by the
Hispanic Monarchy, half way through the seventeenth century, this work proposes
an approach to the integration of Buenos Aires into the monarchy during the reign of
Felipe IV from three different perspectives. In the first place, the question of the
articulation of the River Plate area is addressed with the objective of placing the
enclave in the process of jurisdictional and political organization of the territory and in
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its commercial structuring. Secondly, we analyze the political discourse by means of
which the town council -controlled by the merchants, also turned into producers-
deployed a conceptualization of the enclave, of its relationship with the Crown and
the function of the local within a Major political body. Finally, the functional
relationship between the Buenos Aires trade - in its different versions although with a
significant participation of foreigners, in many cases enemies of the monarchy -, the
strengthening of the local elite and the maintenance of the administrative and military
system is studied..
