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RESUMEN

A través del andlisis de una serie de inventarios de bienes artisticos localizados
en el Archivo Histérico de la Casa Ducal de Alburquerque se pone en valor la
existencia de ajuares de procedencia americana recogidos entre sus pertenencias
familiares. Mas alla del gusto predominante en la época moderna por la acumulacién
de estas piezas exoticas, la principal razén residira en el cargo que ostentaron dos
miembros del linaje como virreyes de la Nueva Espafia a mediados del siglo XVII y
comienzos de la siguiente centuria. Este hecho supuso la circulacién de cuantiosos
objetos de diferente tipologia para la decoracion de sus casas principales en la Corte
madrilefia, que segun los testimonios aportados debieron plasmar a la perfeccién la
apariencia de los suntuosos palacios novohispanos.
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A NEW SPANISH PALACE IN THE COURT OF MADRID.
VICEREGAL TREASURES FROM THE DUCAL HOUSE OF ALBURQUERQUE

ABSTRACT

Through an analysis of a series of inventories located in the historical archive
of the Ducal House of Alburquerque, this essay considers the presence of objects from
the Spanish American viceroyalties among the belongings of this noble family. Beyond
the predominant taste in the early modern period for the accumulation of exotic objects,
their presence here is in large part due to the posts of viceroy of New Spain held by
two family members in the middle of the 17th century and the beginning of the following
century. Their positions caused the circulation of numerous and varied objects,
especially for the decoration of their main houses at the court of Madrid, which,
according to the sources analyzed here, aimed to reflect the appearance of the
sumptuous palaces in New Spain.
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
